Distractions everywhere, don’t be a statistic.

Riding a motorcycle is a skill that requires your full attention to safely control the bike and
respond to events happening on the roads around you. Riding involves constant and complex
coordination between your mind and body. Events or things that prevent you from operating
your motorcycle safely are distractions. There are three types of distractions and they are
anything that takes your

Eyes of the road (visual)

Mind off the road (cognitive)

Hands of the handlebars (manual)

When you think about the actions you make while on the bike other than just riding you can
see that they often involve more than one type of distraction. For instance, if you change the
radio station, you take your hands off the handlebars, If you are making destination changes
on a navigation system or checking the temperature you take your eyes of the road. All of
these distraction will take your mind off the road.

Rider distractions reduce your awareness to your riding environment, you're decision-making
process and your riding performance. This may result in crashes or near-crashes and
corrective actions having to be taken by you and/or other riders and drivers on the road.
Ride safe and stay alive. Keep your mind on your riding, keep your eyes on the road, and
your hands on the bars.
