Motorcycle Safety If you Like

have been absorbing educational info, safety tips and riding safe.  Keep up the 

good work in the new year. 

And to start off the new year, Chapter D will be offering a co-rider class after the 
January meeting.  So, if your co-rider wants some safety tips, have them stick 

around after the meeting. 

For those Chapter D members that didnôt make the December meeting, here is 
some information that you should be aware of beginning on January 1, 2009.  Ari-

zona revised statute 28-2354.B has been revised and it now states: 

B. A person shall display all license plates as required by subsection A until their lawful use expires or 

is canceled or revoked. A person shall maintain each license plate so it is clearly legible and so that 

the name of this state at the top of the license plate is not obscured. A person shall securely fasten 

each license plate to the vehicle as follows: 

1. To prevent the plate from swinging. 

2. At a height of at least twelve inches from the ground to the bottom of the plate. 

3. In a position to be clearly visible. 

The change is in italics and underlined. So if you have a decorative license plate frame on any of your vehi-
cles, check to make sure ñArizonaò is visible.  If not, you would be in violation and run the risk of getting a cita-

tion.
