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Ticking Time Bomb  

 I ran across an interesting article on the Internet at one of the multitude of motorcycle 

safety web sites.  It was titled something to the effect of ñAre You Carrying a Bomb?ò, and of 

course it caught my attention. 

 It was about carrying a can of WD-40 on your motorcycle.  It pointed out that not only 

were the contents of the can flammable, but the propellant used to disperse the degreaser/

lubricant was also flammable.  High temperatures or an open flame could cause the can to erupt 

and ignite the contents.  It also pointed out that you had to look at the label, as the manufacturer 

also used a different propellant, which was not flammable. 

 It got me to thinking, what about the two small spray cans I carry to clean my bike 

while on trips?  I opened the trunk and read the labels of the windshield polish and the cleaner.  

Both indicated caution, the contents were flammable and to avoid temperatures above 120ę F. 

Oops, got to watch those temperatures in the summer. 

 Take a moment and look at what you are carrying on your motorcycle.  Are you carry-

ing a time bomb?
