Thank you for the welcome youôve given to me.  

  I just want to remind everyone that the hot weather isnôt over yet!  We all want to stay safe, and that 
safety includes our ability to deal with the weather conditions.   

 It will probably continue to be very hot for several more weeks. So, donôt forget co-riders, when you go 
out on the bike, even for short trips, have plenty of water to drink with you, as well as a spray bottle of water to 
spray on you.  Use that spray often!  Spray all over your arms, face, neck, and the under arms is a good cooling 
place to spray, as well as behind the neck.  Donôt forget to spray your rider too, especially on the back of the neck. 

Even when the air blowing on you is very hot, the water will cool you.   

Riders, donôt forget your co-rider needs periodic stops on extended trips, even if it is only to walk around a few minutes to help get rid of 
stiffness from riding in one position for a long period of time. 

When traveling for any distance, donôt forget to be prepared for any kind of weather, at any time of the year.  Be sure to recognize the fact 
that when you leave the immediate area, no matter what the weather here, it could be VERY different in any other place you travel.  Sometimes we get 
a little lax about preparation for a ride outside the immediate area. Perhaps in some way our thoughts are that surely if it isnôt raining here, it shouldnôt 
be raining where weôre going, or especially right now, that it couldnôt be cold where weôre headed.  Donôt count on it being the same as here at home!  
Weôve been caught by unexpected rainstorms, or cold weather when having left the valley in hot, clear conditions.  So just be cognizant of the possibili-
ties! 

So, everyone ride safe, and have fun riding in the upcoming months as we will probably be traveling more often as fall comes into the areas 
around us.   

Weôll be looking for you on a ride real soon.

 Do you recall seeing the saying on your side view mirror, ñobjects appear closer 

than they areò?  Ever wonder why? 

Perhaps it is because the mirror is slightly convex to help eliminate the "blind" spot.  

Know how to avoid this?  How about taking a look over your shoulder before  you pass that car or make a lane change. 

It was pointed out to me at the last meeting that in a couple of group rides, folks were cutting it close when passing vehi-
cles.  Itôs hard enough for car and truck drivers to see a motorcycle, let alone scare them by entering a lane directly in 
front of them. Chances are they didnôt see you coming up alongside while they were driving down the road, especially 

with all the distractions of modern technology. 

In group riding, no matter how you do it, as a single or as a group, when given the command to change lanes, each rider 
is responsible for making sure it is safe before make the move. Yes, the leader and the tail gunner will be on the lookout 
to make it as safe as possible, but there are unforeseen circumstances that may arise.  Take the time to be sure it is safe 

before you move into that other lane or pass that vehicle.
