Motorcycle Safety If you Like 

By the time you read this it will have been a couple of weeks since school began.  But it is a good 

time for a reminder to be on the lookout for stopped school buses.  Keep a sharp eye out for the 

children running from in front of the bus and darting across the street. 

 

In addition, use extra caution when approaching and proceeding through a school zone.  The 

speed is restricted and there is no passing in a school zone.  Some zones have signs saying that the 

fine is double, which means the fine for speeding can be over $250. Ouch! 

 

Crosswalks near schools may have school crossing guards to assist the chil-

dren in safely crossing the street.  They receive special training on how to 

perform this task, but the children donôt always cooperate.  So use extra care 

when approaching a crosswalk with children waiting at the curb. 

 

And as a final reminder, be alert to the increased traffic around schools.  Students and parents will 

be driving to and from school leading to increased congestion, erratic driving and sometimes-short 

tempers. To avoid being swept up into this congestion, steer clear of schools and if you canôt, 

please be extra alert and cautious.
